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Estimated Resident Population vs Census Count 

 Key Differences 
 
• ERP is based on the Census 

of Population and Housing 
• Adjusts for net undercount 

(obtained from the Post-
enumeration survey) 

• Includes a demographic 
adjustment 

• Accounts for residents who 
are temporarily overseas
