If, instead of looking at th~ 
totals, which are liable to error, for reasons already explaiped, we compare the retllrns ma.dc by Honorary Correspondents who have a complete 14towledge of 
the blacks under their charge, and who keep accurate ae<:onnts of the births and Ueaths, \f'e shall see that in no case is the diminution very startling1 having 
regard to tho habits a.ud present condition of thla people. , ; 

It is to be regretted that it has been necessary to use last yearts returns for some lo~litiez; but it is almost unreasonable to expect the HonOrary Corres--
pontlcnts to make elaborate returns every year. , , ":
