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INTRODUCTION

Australian Economic Indicators presents a statistical summary of the Australian economy, together with

International Comparisons of selected economic indicators. Except for this special February issue, it also
includes commentaries, articles and technical notes. Australian Economic Indicators has been developed
primarily as a reference document, providing a broad basis for economic analysis and research.

Special February Issue

The format of the February issue of Australian Economic Indicators differs from that used for the other months

of the year. The February issue contains, for most series, a longer time span of annual, quarterly or monthly

data. It is intended as a historical compendium for use in analyses requiring longer time series, and is

designed to be used in conjuction with statistical updates for most recent periods contained in each regular

edition of Australian Economic Indicators. To accommodate these changes without significantly increasing the
size of the publication, the February issue has a chapter of graphs in place of the Monthly Review and no

graphs in other chapters. The February issue does not include percentage change data within tables,
analytical commentaries, feature articles or technical notes.

Where available, the statistics in the February issue are presented as time series for the last twenty-one years
of annual data, the last forty observations of quarterly data and the last sixty observations of monthly data.

Quarterly and monthly data for most series, and annual data for a limited number of series, are available from

the ABS for earlier periods than that shown in this publication. Many series can be obtained on electronic

media. Inquiries should be directed to one of the Sales and Inquiries contact telephone numbers given on the

back cover.

The tables contain mainly ABS data, although data from other sources are included. For ABS sourced data,

the publication name and catalogue number are included in the footnotes of the tables. If the data are from
other sources, the source organisation's name is included in the footnotes.

The statistics shown are the latest available as at 20 January 1997.

2. Consumer price index. Due to the many differences in the structure of the housing sector in dif-
ferent countries and in the way that housing is treated in their CPIs, a simple comparison of All
items (or headline) CPIs is often inappropriate. To provide a better basis for international compari-
sons, the Fourteenth International Conference of Labour Statisticians adopted a resolution which
called for countries to "provide for dissemination at the international level of an index which ex-
cludes shelter, in addition to the all-items index."

Table 12.13 presents indexes for selected countries on a basis consistent with the above resolution
and comparable to the Australian series All groups excluding housing. The series in this table are
presented on a reference base consistent with that used for publication of the Australian CPI (ie
1989-90 = 100.0) and as such are not directly comparable with those for All items published in Ta-
ble 12.7 (presented on a reference base of 1990 = 100.0).

Seasonally Adjusted and Trend Estimates

Series in this publication include original, seasonally adjusted and trend series. Special care should always be
taken in interpreting data for the most recent months and quarters. Some of the original and all of the
seasonally adjusted and trend series are subject to revision.

It is not uncommon for movements in original time series data and those provided from seasonally adjusted
and trend series to differ significantly. Movements in a time series of original data may reflect several factors,
including:

longer-term changes in the item being measured (ie trend movements);

short term irregular changes;

regular seasonal influences;

normal 'trading', 'working' or 'pay' day patterns; and

systematic holiday effects.

Seasonal adjustment and trend estimates help the user to identify the effect of these influences on the time
series. Seasonal adjustment removes the effect of the last three listed influences from the data, leaving only
the trend and short term irregular movements. Trend estimates are then obtained by removing the effects of
the short term irregularities, which in many series can be a major contributor to movements in the original
data. By comparing the historical trend series with the seasonally adjusted series, the user can identify the
short term irregularities which have influenced the original series.

The general methods used in the ABS for making seasonal adjustments are decried in Seasonally Adjusted
Indicators, Australia 1983 (1308.0). The method used to estimate trends is described in the Information Paper
A Guide to Smoothing Time Series - Estimates of Trend (1316.0).

Trend estimates produced by the ABS are based on Henderson Moving Averages, and are therefore subject to
revision especially for the latest few months or quarters. Sometimes the data may be so erratic that reliable
trend estimates cannot be provided for the latest months. In these cases, the last few observations are not
published.
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Constant Price Estimates

Constant price statistics in this publication, refer to estimates in 1989-90 dollar terms, and measure values
expressed at the average prices prevailing thatyear. Period-to-period movements in constant price estimates
provide what are often called 'changes in real terms'.

Implicit Price Deflators

An implicit price deflator (IPD) is a price index obtained by dividing the current price value of a statistical
aggregate by its constant price value and as such has the form of a current weighted price index. The change
in the IPD between any two periods represents the effects of actual price changes and the effects of relative
changes in the underlying quantity weights, or physical composition of the aggregate from which the deflator is
formed.

na data not available: due to either some series starting later than others,
no seasonally adjusted data for some series, or data not published
for other reasons. Note that where a time series is not available the symbol
na is used followed by empty cells.

end-dates are shorter than that of the table itself.

not applicable.

0, 0.0 nil or rounded to zero.

nec not elsewhere classified.

Columns in bold in the tables indicate a total. Columns usually sum from the left, with the total appearing on
the right. Some tables include sub-total columns and columns which need to be subtracted to obtain the total.
Where this is not clear a footnote explains the relationship between the columns.

Columns in italics indicate that seasonally adjusted or trend estimates are not available for that column, and
original data are provided instead.

Yearly periods shown as, e.g. 1988-89, refer to the fiscal year ended 30 June 1989.

Where figures have been rounded, discrepancies may occur between sums of the component items and
totals. Percentage changes may not be exactly comparable to tabulated source series due to rounding of the
source series, the percentage change series or both.
