ANALYSIS OF TABLE 9.2

GSP grew by a modest 0.4% in the December quarter, continuing a pattern of declining

growth evident over the previous three quarters. Growth through the year to December

quarter 1996 was 4.1%. Wages, salarics and supplements grew by 1.0% in the December
quarter 1o be 5.5% higher than in the same quarter of the previous year. Gross operating
surplus increased by 0.1% in the December quarter following similarly weak growth in
the September quarter. Modest growth of 4.3% was achieved through the year to
December quarter 1996, Indirect taxes less subsidies fell in each of the last three
quarters, with the December quarter declining by 0.6%. A fall of 2.4% was recorded
through the year to December quarter 1996,
