for periods of less than 2 months) to the general public. These include:

= Hofels, inotels and guest bouses, with facilities being hotels licensed to
aperate a public bar and motels, pravate hotels and guest houses all of
which provide a bath (or shower) and toilet in most guest rooms and
have breakfast available for guests. NOTE: From December quarter 1993,
hotel, motel and guest house establishments with fewer than five rooms
have been formally excluded from the scope of this statistical collection.

* Holiday flats, units and bouses (excluding establishments predominantly
operated on a time share basis) which are operated by owners. managers
or real estate agents who have sole letting rights to at least five fats, units
or houses for shortterm letting. They are mainly self-contained in terms
of cooking, bath (or shower) and teilet facilities and do not have
breakfast available for guests. Data for holiday flats, units and houses
include short-term owner occupation as well as paying guest occupation.

* Visitor hostels which provide accommodation to visitors on a bed basis
(rather than by the room). This category does not include establishments
providing charity type accommodation (e.g. Salvation Army hostels) nor
hotels, motels and guest houses without in-room facilities which provide
accommodation on a per room basis.

*  Caravan parks which provide either predominantly short-term {i.e. for
periods of less than 2 months) or predominantly long-term (i.e. for periods of
2 months or more) accommodation to the general public and which provide
powercd sites for caravans and toilet, shower and laundry facilities for guests.

The divisions are
designed to be relatively homogencous regions characterised by identifiable
social and economic units within the region, under the unifying influence of
ONE Or MOre Major towns or cities.

Occupancy  Occupancy in terms of Room nights, Unit nights or Site nights occuplied refers 1o
the total number of nights each guest room, holiday unit or caravan park site, etc.
was occupied during the survey period. NOTE: From September quarter 1992,
caravan park sites, etc. permanently reserved for 2 months or more at the end of
the survey period but only casually occupicd by their tenants have been recorded
continuously as Site nights occupied irrespective of whether the tenants of

individual sites were in residence on any particular nighe.

Occupancy in terms of Guest nights refers to the rotal number of nights each
paying guest stayed during the survey period.

Rental and storage fees paid
to caravan parks for the keeping of private vans in parks are included in the

takings of the month they are received.

The total number of times a holiday flat, unit or house was occupied by a new
tenant, counted oniy on the first night it was occupied by the new tenant.
