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Introductory Notes This publication presents the latest availabie statistics at the time of preparation for statistical
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local areas (SLAs), which in non-urban areas generally correspond to legal local government
areas {LGAs) and in major urban areas generally correspond to suburbs.

SLAs are the smallest type of spatial unit of the Australian Standard Geographical Classification
{ASGC) shown in this publication. Where applicable they have been aggregated to LGAs, which
have in turn been aggregated to statistical divisions.

This cross-classification of the LGA structure with the staristicat division level of the main
structure of ASGC has required the combination of Brisbane and Moreton Statistical Divisions
for some of the statistics shown as some LGAs cross the contiguous boundary of these two
statistical divisions.

For the purpose of presenting the principal series of official statistics for the State,
Queensland is divided into a number of geographicai areas. These areas consist, for
the most part, of aggregations of local government areas.

The primary division of the State is into 11 Statistical Divisions. These are intended
to represcnt as [ar as possible regions’ of the Siate which are characterised by
discernible social and/or cconomic links between the inhabitants and economic
units within them, under the unifying influence of one or more major cities or
towns. The boundaries of the divisions have accordingly been delineated on the
basic criterion that the degrec of economic and/or social content and interaction
within each division should be maximised. It should be emphasised that the
boundaries of the divisions cannot be regarded as sharp lines of demarcation - they
may, of necessity, be positioned within peripheral zones in which the infleence of
two or more ‘focal' cities or towns overlap in varying degrees.

Brisbane Statistical Division surrounds Moreton Bay and extends from Caboolture in
the north to Ipswich in the west and Ormeau in the south. Moreton Statistical
Division surrounds the Brisbane Statistical Division and takes in the Gold Coast and
Sunshine Ceast. The Brisbane and Moreton Statistical Divisions only accounted for
1.3% of Queensland’s total area but 63.0% of the estimated resident population at 30

June 1994.

In 1993-94, crop production contributed half of the gross value of agricultural
commodities produced in the Brisbane and Moreton Statistical Divisions and the
region was Qucensland's largest producer of vegetables and pineapples. During this
period, the region also produced 22% of the gross value of Queensland's livestock
products. At 31 March 1994, the region held 34% of Queensland's dairy catile.
Nurseries, fruit growing and poultry disposals alsc contributed significantly to the
value of agricuitural commadities produced.

Brisbane is the financial and administrative centre for Queensland. Brisbane also
includes large reiail and wholesale trade industries, hospitality and manufacturing
industrics. The Goid Coast region, in the Moreton Statistical Division, is based on
the hospitality and retail trade industries and has significant property and business
services industries. The Sunshine Coast region also has a significant hospitality
industry.

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WIDE BAY-BURNETT STATISTICAL DIVISION

The Wide Bay-Burnett Statistical Division covers 52,392 square kilometres, 3% of the
total area of Queensland. The Division had an estimated resident population of
216,140 persons at 30 June 1994 which represented 6.8% of the total Queensland
population. While Wide Bay-Burnett Statistical Division is centred on Bundaberg,
368 kilometres north of Brisbane, the next most significant population centres are
Hervey Bay, Maryborough, Gympic and Kingaroy.

Key indusiries in the region include agriculture, forestry, fishing and retail trade.
There is a diversity of agricultural activities in the area. In 1993-94 crops contributed
$8% of the gross value of agricultural commoditics produced in the region.
Sugar-cane is the major crop in the region and cereals for grain and vegetables arce
also significant crops. The region also accounted for 57% of peanut production and
27% of the area under orchard fruit growing in Queensland in 1993-94. Beef catlle,
dairy cattle and pigs are aiso important agricultural industrics. Tourism, particularly
in Hervey Bay and on Fraser Island, is also a significant activity.

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DARLING DOWNS STATISTICAL DIVISION

The Darling Downs Statistical Division is to the west of Morcton Statistical Division,
north of the NSW border, This Division covers 90,245 square kilometres of
Queensland, representing 5.2% of the State. The Statistical Division had an
estimated resident population of 203,591 persons at 30 June 1994 or 6.4% of the
total State population.

The Condamine River and its tributarics flow through this rich pastoral and
agriculiural region which is bounded in the norih-east by the Great Dividing Range.

Toowoomba Cily, approximatcely 138 kilomelres west of Brisbane is on the eastern
fringe of the Darling Downs Statistical Division and is the hub of commercial and
industrial activity and the regional centre for higher education. Other major
population cenires in this Statistical Division are Warwick, Dalby, Stanthorpe and
Chinchilla.

Agriculture is a key industry in the region. In 1993-94 the region was Queensland's
largest producer of wheat, grain sorghum, barley and cotton. Vegetable growing and
dairying also conuributed significantly 1o the value of agricultural commodities
produced. The value of livestock disposals in the Darling Downs Statistical Division
over the same period was the highest in the State.

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FITZROY STATISTICAL DIVISION

The Fitzroy Statistical Division covers 123,654 square kilometres (7.1% of
Queensland's total area). The Division had an estimaied resident population of
179,215 persons at 30 June 1994, representing 5.6% of the Queensland population.
The region is bordered 1o the east by the Greal Barrier Reefl and offshore islands and
1o the west by the Carnarvon Ranges.

Rockhampton is the mmain city in this Division and lies on the Tropic of Capricorn
and the Fitzroy River. Other significant centres of population are Gladstone,
Blackwater, Emerald and Biloela. Gladsione is one of Queensland's major ports. In
addlition to being one of the world's largest coal ports, the port also handies
significant amounis of bauxite, caustic soda, cement clinker, petrolkeum products
and aluminjum.

Key industries of the Fitzroy Statistical Division include mining, manufacturing,
tourism, retail trade and agriculture. In 1993-94, 64% of the gross valuc of
agricultural commodities produced in the region comprised livestock disposals and
at 31 March 1994, the region held 17% of beef cattle in Queensland. Cotton and
cereals for grain also contributed significantly to the value of agricultural production.
The Fitzroy Statistical Division had the largest planting of sunflower in Queensland

in 1993-94.

The Northern Statistical Division covers 101,306 square kilometres (5.8% of total
Queensland) and had an estimated resident population of 192,432 at 30 June 1994
(6.0% of Quecnsland's totat population). The Northern Statistical Division is
bordered to the east by the Great Barrier Reef and to the west by the Great Dividing
Range. The population of the Division is centred in Townsville, the hub of
commercial and industrial activity in the Division. Townsville is also the regional
centre of government administration and higher education and is also important for
its port trade. Other significant population centres in the diviston are Charters
Towers, Ayr, Bowen and Ingham.

Key industries in the region are retail tfrade, manufacturing, finance and insurance
and property and business services. In 1993-94, the Northemn Statistical Division
had the highest proportion (19%) of the State's gross value for crops and was
Queensland's largest producer of sugar cane for crushing. Vegetables and fruit
growing were among other important crops. Livestock disposals also contributed
significantly to the gross valuc of agricultural commodities prodiced.

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FAR NORTH STATISTICAL DIVISION

The Far North Statistical Division covers 267,645 square kilometres, 15.4% of
Quecensland's total area. The Division had an estimated resident population at 30
June 1994 of 195,763 persons which is 6.1% of the Statc's population. The Division
is bounded to the east by the Great Barrier Reef and partially to the west by the Gulf
of Carpentaria and it extends to Thursday [sland in the north.

Cairns is the largest population centre in the arca and is also the focus for much of
the hospitality industry activity in the area. The other major population centres
include Marecba, Innisfail, Atherton, Port Douglas and Gordonvale.

The region has a widc variety of industries associated with it, dominated by the
hospitality industry based in Caims. Other significant industries include mining and
agriculture with sugar cane, fruit growing, dairying and beef cattle farming the most
significant activities. The Far North Statistical Division also accounted for 95% of
Qucensland's production of bananas in 1993-94.

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EXPLANATORY NOTES

Definitions 1 legal local government areas (LGAs) as defined under the Local Governnent Act 1936,
are spatial units which represent the geographical areas of incorporated local government
councils. such as cities (C}, towns (T} and shires (S).

2 Statistical divisions, which are groupings of whole or partial LGAs, are designed to he
relatively homogeneous regions characterised by identifiable social and economic units within
the region.

3  Statistical districts have been defined around sclected urban areas o provide
comparable statistics over a period of time. These districts, which are intended to contain the
anticipated urban spread for at least 20 years, are generally defined as having a population of
23,000 or more and experiencing urban growth beyond the LGA boundaries.

4 Data for some series shown in Tables 1 through 11 which are available for statistical
districts are shown on pages 80 and 81.

S  Statistical focal areas are the smallest types of spartial units in the Australian Standard
Geographical Classification (ASGC) for which dara are shown in this publication. In general,
they correspond to LGAs in non-urban arcas or suburbs in major urban areas.

6 The area in square kilometres of statistical areas is derived from digitised statistical
boundaries.

7  Datain this publication relate to the period 1991 1o 1994-95, over which time there have
been three versions of ASGC used. Each data set is presented according to the ASGC version
current at the time of collection.

ASGC Edition 2.1 applies to Manufacturing and Retail. See rclevant foornotes.
ASGC Edition 2.3 applies to Agriculture.

ASGC Edition 2.4 applies to Estimated resident population. Births, Deaths, Building,
Business locations.
