This series of factory statistics has not always been compied on the same basis. The definition of the unit classified, the industrial
classification of manufacturing establishments, and the content of the retums have all changed during the period covered by the
table,

A June July financial year was adopted in respect of 1916-17 {previausly a calendar year was used). Within the very broad headings
of various industrial ¢lassifications, differences in admi nistrative practices and coverage were atso responsible for minor differences.
Revisions, wien introduced, could not always be camed through to statistics for earlier years,

Retums were first collected through municipal authorities and for the period 1802 to 1954 by the Victorian Police under the supervision
of the Govemment Statist, Belween 1955 and 1958 dispatch and receipt of retums by mail was progressively introduced and the
involvement of the Police ceased.

As foreshadowed above, the series can be regarded as divisible into a nurmber of serres of varying time spans rather than as a
continuous series. Between 1902 and 1967-68 the definiton of the unit was treated unchanged, although a number of changes

In 1968 69 the first of the integrated economic tensuses was conducted of manufacturing, mining, electicity and gas, wholesale,
and retail establishments. The integration of these economic censuses meant that, for the first time, they were being conducted on
the basis of a comman framework of reporting Units and data concepts and in accordance with a standard industrial classification.
For details see Victorian Year Book 1971, pages 368-89.

No Census of Manufacturing Establishments was conducted for the years ending 30 june 1971 and 30 June 1986,

From Lhe 1875-76 Census of Manufacturing Establishrments onwards, only a limited range of data (employment and wages and
salaries) was collected from single establishment manufacturing enterprises with fewer than four persons employed. This procedure
has significantly reduced the statistical reperting obtigations of small businesses.

Further steps to reduce respondent burden were taken for the 2986-87 Manufacturing Census when single establishment enterprises
with fewer than 20 employees were made subject 1o sampling, Those enterprises selected in the sample provided detailed information
of employment, wages and salaries, urnaver, SIocks, expenses and goods produced. Establishrments not subject to sampling provided
less detailed information for ermnployrment, wages and salanes, tumnaover and goods produced.

From 1986-87 onwards, data relating to value added and fixed capital expenditure |ess disposals are only available triennizily.
