Seasonally adjusted and trend estimates

Seasonal adjusiment is a means of removing the estimated effects of normal
seasonal varation (rom the series so that the effects of other influences can
be more easiy recognised.

In the seasonal adjustment of the lumover esiimaltes, account has been laken
of both normat seasonal factors and “wrading day” effecis {ansing from the
varying length of each month and the varying numbers of Sundays,
Mandays, Tuesdays, elc. in the month). Seasonal adjustmeni does not
remove [rom the series the efect of imegutar influences (e.g. abnormal
weather, industrial dispules) and the seasonally adjusied estimates still
reflect the sampling and non-sampling emors W which the original estimates
are subject.

The smoothing of seasonaily adjusied series (o creale trend estimates is a
means of reducing the impact of the 1rregular component of the series. The
trend esumates are denved by applying a 13-term Henderson-weighted
moving average lo the respective seasonally adjusted series. These trend
series are used 1o analyse the underying behaviour of the series over time.
While the smoothing technique enables estimates of trend to be produced
for the latest month, it does result in revisions to the estimales for the mosi
recent months as data for subsequent months become available. Generally
subsequent revisions become smaller and after 3 months have a negligible
impact on the series.
